This allows players and commanders to 
seize the initiative and allows the game to break away from a linear script whereby events 
happen at certain times irrespective of the state of play. The whole of the game field will be in 
play for each scenario with players being able to take advantage of the many buildings and 
vehicles present at NRG. Players are allowed to re-spawn from designated points if they are 
eliminated.
